Your Board wants to remind you that we 
have no paid staff. Every one who works 
with FoHL is a volunteer. We work with the 
library staff and generous members of the 
community to achieve our goals. Review the 
hdplfriends.org web site to learn more about 
the organization.  
 
Friends are invited to a REALLY BIG event 
on July 15, 7:45 a.m. when FoHL President 
Spina presents the HDPL Board of Trustees 
with a check and a pledge of support that will 
help our libraries cover a budget shortfall. 
 
FoHL is funding two outdoor book drops for 
the new Gibson library at the cost of $10,000. 
The existing metal cabinets are 20 years old 
and, despite being constructed like battle 
ships, are in abysmal condition.  
 
FoHL continues to provide 2 gigabyte USB 
keys for resale to library patrons. According 
to a national study, 77 million Americans 
used a library computer or wireless network 
in the past year. 30 million used the computer 
for career needs; 75% of these searched for a 
job online; 50% filled out a job application or 
submitted a resume.
