The Amazon On-line Store 

 
What do “Ferrite Phase Shifters and Control 
Devices,” “U.S. Army Heraldic Crests: A Complete 
Illustrated History of Authorized Distinctive Unit 
Insignia,” and “Myofacial Pain and Dysfunction: 
The Trigger Point Manual” have in common?  
These sought-after used books were all sold through 
our Amazon store. From its start March 2008, bevy 
of books sales have grown to nearly $5000 a month.

Behind the scenes, volunteers make the on-line 
store successful. When volunteer Amazon Sales 
Director   Laura Darnell took over, there were seven 
volunteers.  Today there are 18 and every one is 
essential to the operation. 
 
Book donations are sorted continuously at the three 
major library branches.  Eleven SCOUTERS look 
for books of value.  Internet tools are used to 
determine fair market value.  Library staff review 
the donations for items needed in the branch 
collections.  
 
Seven SHIPPERS, working in pairs, package the 
books sold.   It used to take close to 30 minutes to 
pack a single book. Padded envelopes and recycled 
book boxes are now used so the process is faster.  
But each book is still cleaned, wrapped in plastic 
and brown paper, and sent with a personal note.    
 
Recently book sets were added to the inventory, 
creating a new challenge for the shippers.  The first 
set of 33 books sold for $139.  Volunteer shippers 
were asked if it was worth the time and effort and in 
their usual, indefatigable manner answered, 
“Absolutely!”  
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
